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Presentation Summary:  

My work currently is focused land management planning in working conservation 
lands managed by the Nature Conservancy of Canada in Manitoba. This work in-
volves assessing and coordinating land-management activities such as grazing and 
haying with the conservation needs of species-at-risk and prairie habitats. Recent-

ly, I am mainly focused on the tall-grass prairie region of Manitoba, including 
large conservation projects such as the new Lake Ranch project (north of Winni-
peg), and the Manitoba Tall Grass Prairie Preserve (southeastern Manitoba).
